(how to get an A on this project)
1) Gather all data folder materials from current trimester

a) Mission Statement Worksheet

2) Organize these materials

3) Choose type of portfolio you will create

a) Electronic (webpage on cd)
b) Paper/Binder

4) Choose structure plan for your portfolio

a) Structured by major projects

b) Structured by time line

c) Structured by class objectives

d) Structured by state/national standards

e) other

5) Create actual portfolio
a) Be sure to add other student-selected artifacts to your portfolio.
6) Proofread and make corrections

7) Add reflection statements

a) Review overall trimester and reflect upon your experiences and musical and personal growth

b) Choose appropriate places in your portfolio to insert several to many individual written reflection statements.  Be sure to be consistent and follow the structure plan you have selected to organize your portfolio.
8) Proofread and edit these statements.

9) Make a final review of portfolio against the grading rubric.  Make changes as needed.
TIP:

The artifacts and reflection statements ought to be able to show growth and improvement.  Take the approach that you are being asked to verify and prove you have earned the grade your progress report reflects.  If you find that you did not meet or exceed what you believe to be your potential this trimester, consider including statements, ideas and plans about how you can rebound, improve and make corrections in the next trimester.

There is no need to be wordy.  I am not looking for lengthy reflection statements.  Get right to the heart of the topic.  However, be sure your reflection sufficiently covers all of this trimester.  These statements will be of different length for each student. Cover your bases.  Be careful to avoid a scrapbook style portfolio.
WHY A PORTFOLIO:

Portfolios provide you the opportunity to demonstrate growth in knowledge and skills gained from within the classroom and externally from the classroom.  It allows you to offer an accurate picture of what you understand and what you can do.  Portfolios are not limited to the reiteration of information like a multiple choice exam.  Portfolios are open-ended.  We are learning and working in a creativity dominated classroom.  Portfolios allow you to experiment, express and share your creative mind.
