· Scales are worth 25 points.

· Scales are to be played in single eighth notes at 96 bpm.
· Percussionists will play scales on mallets.

· Play up scale, repeat top note and play down scale.

· 16/16 correct notes in tempo will be considered correct.
· Recordings should be unedited/complete runs.  You may re-record, but you must re-record over your entire previous attempt.

· Be sure to clearly label your cassette/CD with your name on the outside.
· Be sure to cue(rewind) your cassette.
